Monday, November 14, 2016 — Departure Flight

Depart on flight to Mexico City and arrival. Meet our
bus escort and guide, transfer to hotel for check-in.
Optional dinner near hotel. Overnight in Mexico City.

Tuesday, November 15, 2016 — Mexico City

After breakfast, we journey to the most revered place of
pilgrimage in the Americas, the Shrine of Our Lady of
Guadalupe at Tepeyac. Each year several million
pilgrims visit this sanctuary to see the tilma (or cloak) of
St. Juan Diego, which has imprinted on it the miraculous
image of Our Lady. Pray in this special place of grace
and miracles. Mass at the shrine in the presence of the
tilma. Quiet time for prayer and reflection. Walking
tour of the shrine. Explore the basilicas and sites of
apparition. Lunch. Time for shopping. Visit to the Plaza
de las Tres Culturas to see where Juan Diego was
baptized, at Santiago Tlatelolco. Festive welcome
dinner served with local cuisine. Overnight in Mexico
City. [Breakfast, Dinner]

Wednesday, November 16, 2016 — Mexico City

Special visit to the Museo Padre Pro, a new attraction
highlighting the life and martyrdom of Blessed Miguel
Pro, a Jesuit priest who was executed in Mexico City in
1927 by the anti-Catholic government. Mass at his tomb
at the Jesuit parish, Sagrada Familia. Lunch. Next we
visit the location of his martyrdom in downtown Mexico
City. Enjoy a drive through the historic heart of
downtown. Visit the Metropolitan Cathedral in the
heart of downtown, one of the most unique and
revered church buildings on the continent — built by the
Spanish over the ruins of the main Aztec temple. Pray
before the tomb of the first bishop of Mexico, the
Franciscan Juan de Zumarraga, who endeavored to
defend and protect the local Indian population. Time
for shopping for religious articles. Overnight in Mexico
City. [Breakfast]

Thursday, November 17, 2016 — Puebla, Cholula

Today we make our way outside of the city into the
countryside for a day excursion to see the enchanting
Spanish colonial towns of Puebla and Cholula, both
opulent creations of “New Spain.” Enjoy the stunning
ride where we will have a view of spectacular
mountains and rolling countryside. Our first stop is
Puebla, considered to be the “cradle” of Mexican
Baroque. The historical and cultural value of Puebla’s
stunning architecture make it a major tourist
destination. We will visit the Church of Santo Domingo
for Mass in the historic chapel of the Rosary, described
by local guides as a “wonder” of the Catholic world.
Lunch. Visit the Cathedral. Next we will visit Cholula,
home of 365 churches, one for each day of the year.
We will climb to the top of the Sanctuary of Nuestra
Sefiora de los Remedios, a famous shrine constructed
atop the ruins of an ancient Aztec pyramid. The view of
the churches is breathtaking. Overnight in Mexico City.

Friday, November 18, 2016 — Mexico City, Teotihuacan

Today we journey for morning Mass at the FSSP chapel
located in the heart of Mexico City, the Capilla de la
Inmaculada Concepcidon de Maria. Next, we venture to
the pyramids and archeological zone located outside
the city at Teotihuacan. Time for shopping. Lunch in
the shadow of the pyramids. We will enjoy the thrill of
a tour of the ruins and optional climb to the top of the
two largest pyramids. Later, a return visit to the Shrine
of Our Lady of Guadalupe to bid Our Lady farewell.
Overnight in Mexico City. [Breakfast]

Saturday, November 19, 2016 — Return Flight
